The CDBG / HOME Policy Plan sets parameters for the City’s management of its HUD
entitlement, including outlining the citizen participation plan, application and review processes,
and eligibility and implementation requirements for grant funded projects. City Council adopted
the 2009 Policy Plan on May 7, 2008 by resolution No. 3057.

A 30-day public comment period, commencing March 13, 2009, will be advertised in the Kitsap
Sun. All comments received from the public will be provided to City Council for consideration.
The Draft 2010 CDBG / HOME Policy Plan, Application and Supplement will be presented to City
Council for adoption in a public hearing scheduled for April 15, 2009.

In addition to basic changes to application dates and anticipated funding from HUD, the Draft 2010
CDBG / HOME Policy Plan includes an administrative change to the application frequency for Public
Service funds.

Up to 15% of the City’s annual CDBG entitlement may be used for Public Services projects, such as
funding staff and overhead costs of foodbanks, elderly meal delivery programs, latchkey afterschool
programs, homeless services, etc. Traditionally, the City has accepted applications for this funding
annually.

The draft 2010 Policy Plan changes the Public Services application schedule to a two year cycle.
Each odd-numbered year (2009) applications will be due, requesting two years of funding (2010-
2011). Applications are not accepted during even-numbered years (2010). The City will enter into a
contract with each sub-recipient agency for each year of funding. An agency awarded two years of
funding must demonstrate at the end of year 1 that funds are being used appropriately. If so, the City
will draft a contract for the second year of funding.

Block Grant staff surveyed current Public Service sub-recipients for input, discussed the benefits with
other jurisdictions already employing a two-year cycle, and considered the City’s own goals. Based on
these considerations, staff determined the two year cycle provides more benefits to sub-recipient and
City alike through cost and time savings.
