SUBJECT: Gorst Sewerage — Council Brief on Project Issues

Background

The project is funded by loans and grants from the Washington State Water Pollution Control
Revolving Fund (SRF) managed by the Department of Ecology. As previously outlined, the
stimulus funding offered for this project requires many processes to be expedited to meet the
deadline of having design complete by September 17, 2009. To meet this deadline, we must
schedule a number of issues for Council Action on May 20" without having sufficient
information to prepare complete Agenda Bills at this time. This memorandum is intended to
Brief Council on the various issues that will be presented for action on May 20", along with the
current status of each.

Agenda Item 1 - PSA with Parametrix for Gorst Sewerage and Wastewater Fund Budget
Adjustment

This agenda item is approval of the consultant contract for design and permitting for the Gorst
Sewerage project, and adjustment of the Wastewater Fund budget to allow the work to
proceed.

A committee comprised of Councilman Gehring, Phil Williams, Lynn Price, and Tom Knuckey
conducted interviews on April 22" of two firms that were previously shortlisted by Engineering
Staff. The team of Parametrix and HDR Engineering were selected for the design of the Gorst
Sewerage project. A letter contract has been executed, and the consultant has begun the
project design; including survey, coordination with property owners for siting pump stations,
preparing for a public meeting, and a number of other critical and time-sensitive activities. The
consultant has been preparing the Scope of Work, which is expected for staff review early the
week of May 4™
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Agenda Item 2 - Purchase of 0.37 acres in Gorst for location of sewer pump station SB-3
as part of the Gorst sewerage project

This agenda item is for purchase of the triangular parcel immediately east of Navy City Metals,
which was most recently occupied by a grocery store. The property is low point in the northern
collection system, and has been considered the likely location for SB3 during both the
Southwest Bremerton project, and during development of the Gorst facility plan. Staff met with
the owner (Mr. Lockhart) and his realtor the week of April 27" and negotiated purchase of the
property for $220,000. Parametrix is conducting Phase 1 and 2 environmental investigations
to ensure that there is no contamination of concern, and a market analysis is being conducted
concurrently. The environmental work is being expedited, and results should be available
early the week of May 11™. The Agenda Bill for this property acquisition is currently being
developed; however, it may not be complete prior to the Council Committee meeting on May
13" as the purchase and sale agreement is currently in-process.

Agenda Item 3 - Property purchase for sewer pump station SB-4 as part of the Gorst
sewerage project

This agenda item is for purchase of a 32-ft x 50-ft portion of property behind the mini strip mall
(which includes the gas station) in Gorst owned by Mr. Simon Lee. During detailed site review
of the southern collection system, this location was identified as the ideal location to site pump
station SB-4. The service station owned by Mr. Lee currently has a non-conforming septic
system, and therefore he had intended to construct a private pump station on his property. At
this time it appears that we will make speedy progress toward no-cost acquisition of a portion
of this property to site the pump station. Phase 1 and 2 environmental assessments are being
conducted on this propertx this week, similar to the SB-3 site. Results should be available
early the week of May 11". The Agenda Bill for this property acquisition is currently being
developed; however, it may not be complete prior to the Council Committee meeting on May
13" since the acquisition terms and conditions are still being developed.

Alternative locations to site SB-4 are also being discussed with adjacent property owners
should these negotiations not conclude quickly.

Agenda Item 4 - Gorst Financing

Ecology’s Draft Offer List includes the following:

In a discussion on May 5™ with Tammie McClure (Ecology loan representative,) Ecology is still
determining how they intend to package the loan offers (a single or multiple loans), and also
developing the loan terms and conditions and a standard loan agreement boilerplate. At this
time, we have been told that our request for “Prior Authorization” has been approved, which
makes all costs incurred after April 20, 2009 eligible under the grants and loans.

Tammie indicated that we may receive first drafts of the loan agreements as early as the week
of May 11" and so we're proceeding on that basis. We intend to develop Agenda Bill(s) to
package the grant and loan agreements for Council Action and have those to Council prior to
the Committee Meeting on 5/13/09. The completeness of the Agenda Bills will largely depend
on the efficiency of Ecology in making critical decisions on implementation of the ARRA funds,
and their ability to quickly develop the boilerplate grant and loan agreements.

Market Value Opinion

Former Grocery Site in Gorst

The purpose of this report is to provide my opinion of current market value for the property
located at 3791 State Highway #3 in Gorst. Kitsap County tax account parcels for this site are
322401-1-078-2004 and 322401-1-077-2005. This is a high traffic, high visibility location
which fronts onto the northerly side of State Highway #3. as well as the southerly side of the
Belfair Valley Road. The west side of the property is defined by a public access road previously
connecting onto west bound traffic of Highway #3. Total site size is 16,118 square feet or .37 of
an acre per Assessor records. Zoning is Highway Tourist Commercial (HTC) within
unincorporated Kitsap County. Topography is level and at-grade with adjacent streets. Site has
irregular configuration in elongated triangular shape. The site is generally fully improved with
paving or building except for the westerly portion where Kitsap County recently repaired a failed
storm drain which runs across that portion of the property. State Highway #3 has a concrete
divider jersey barrier down the middle which restricts access to/from east bound traffic and the
subject property. 2007 traffic counts from Washington State Department of Transportation
suggest annual daily traffic past the subject property on Highway #3 is approximately 71.000
vehicles per day. The size and irregular configuration of the site allow for limited parking to
support existing improvements. The property has of Sinclair Inlet and the mouth of Gorst Creek.
This report was done without benefit of an Environmental Site Assessment. Navy City Metals.
located immediately west of the subject property. is previously known to have significant soil
contamination resulting from their long-term metals recycling operation.

The existing single story wooden building was originally constructed in 1947 per Assessor
records. Total building size is approximately 4.431 square feet. Foundation is understood to be a
concrete perimeter footing with concrete footings/piers beneath interior metal posts which support
the roof. Roof is partially built-up hot mop and partially sloped 3-tab roof. The building has
been modified and expanded thru the years. Overall condition of the building is very poor. A
local storm system was overwhelmed a few years back resulting in the building being flooded.
The prior cooler system has been removed. The roof shows signs of leaking. The south wall is
buckled from vehicles bumping the wall while attempting to park. An updated electrical panel
was recently installed in the building. The building has two individual restrooms near the west
end of the building. The building is currently vacant. [t is my understanding the building was
condemned by the County following the flood incident. A few noted potential environmental
concerns within the building include possibility of mold and possibility of asbestos in the
remaining floor tiles. [ am not aware of any lease or rental commitments which encumber the
property. A title report was not provided as part of this report.

A sewer line runs along Belfair Valley Road adjacent to the property. The property has
historically used a septic and drain field system which is reportedly located on the west side of the
building.
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The real estate market has undergone a correction over the past couple years. The amount of
interested buyer traffic and volume of closed commercial sales have fallen dramatically during
this time. As a result commercial values are estimated to be down 15 to 20%. With this is
mind, truly comparable sales are very limited for properties which are similar in nature and
located near the subject property.

A few sales in the greater Gorst area include:

1. 4201 Highway #3 — intersection of Highway 3 and Frone Drive. Occupied by Real Estate
2000 Corporation. 13,500 square feet site. Zoned HTC. 4,360 square foot retail building
constructed in 1976. Sold in April 2008 at $480.,000.

2. 3900 Sam Christopherson Avenue - near intersection with Highway #3. 29,200 square foot
site. Zoned HTC. 1,838 square foot residential building constructed in 1960. Sold March
2006 at $250,000.

3. 3282 State Highway 16 - next to Mattress Ranch. 37,897 square foot site. Non Highway
frontage. Fronts onto Sinclair Inlet. Zoned HTC. Two older commercial buildings of 800
square feet and 430 square feet. Sold in September 2006 at $200.000.

The subject property provides excellent traffic count exposure and visibility from Highway #3.
Irregular configuration limits usability of the entire site. Existing building is in poor condition.
Extensive repairs and renovation would be required to salvage value from the building. Value
in this property is primarily within the land. It is appropriate to compare this site with other
high traffic retail oriented locations in Kitsap County. The good exposure of this site suggests
value in a range of $10 to $12 per square foot of land area. Value of the land can be calculated
in a range of $161,000 to $193,000. The building would require a more detailed review with
building contractor and structural engineer to determine what may truly be salvageable. It
would appear to me the best case scenario would be roughly $10 per square foot of salvageable
value for the 4.431 square foot building. This results in a building value of around $40,000. If
the building were deemed salvageable, then total property value would range from $201,000 to
$233,000. If the building is not salvageable. then a demolition cost would need to be deducted
from the remaining land value. Demolition, removal and disposal of the existing building and
improvements might be estimated at $8 per square foot of building or $35.000. This would
equate to a bare land value of $126.000 to $158.000.

It is my opinion fair market value for the subject property is likely $200,000.

ORDINANCE No. 208 I

AN ORDINANCE of the City Council of the City of
Bremerton. Washington, relating to the vacation of roadways
within Bay Vista (formerly known as Westpark) and reserving
certain easements in the City of Bremerton.

WHEREAS, Bremerton Housing Authority has initiated the vacation to facilitate
redevelopment of Bay Vista in the City of Bremerton.; and

WHEREAS, the City passed Resolution No. 3080 setting a hearing date to
consider the vacation of roadways within Bay Vista, which resolution also set a hearing to take
public comment or consider written objections to the vacation; and

WHEREAS, fewer than fifty percent of the property owners abutting said right-
of-way filed written objections to this action prior to the time set for public hearing herein; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held with proper notice on May 20, 2009, in the
City Council Chambers of the Bremerton City Hall to take public comment or consider written
objections to the vacation; and

WHEREAS, this is a Class I Right of Way and compensation will be paid in the
form of the new roadway dedication in Bay Vista pursuant to BMC 11.20.140(D); and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the
public to proceed with the vacation; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has directed the preparation of an ordinance
vacating roadways in Bay Vista; NOW, THEREFORE,

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BREMERTON, WASHINGTON,
DOES HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Recitals. The foregoing recitals are incorporated as if fully set forth

herein.

SECTION 2. Vacation. That portion of roadways within Bay Vista, tormerly
known as Westpark, in the City of Bremerton, as described in Exhibit A, which is attached and
incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby vacated to the abutting property owners.

SECTION 3. Reservation of Easements.

(a) An easement is reserved for Comcast for operation, maintenance and repair of
cable lines over. under and upon the entire area vacated pursuant to this ordinance.

(b) An easement is reserved for Qwest for operation, maintenance and repair of
telephone lines over. under and upon the entire area vacated pursuant to this ordinance.

(¢) An easement is reserved tor Cascade Natural Gas for operation, maintenance and
repair of gas lines over. under and upon the entire area vacated pursuant to this ordinance.

(d) An easement is reserved for the City of Bremerton. Public Works and Utilities
Department for construction, operation, maintenance and repair of City utilities over, under and
upon the entire area vacated pursuant to this ordinance.

SECTION 4. Vested Rights. No vested rights shall be affected by the provisions
of this ordinance.

SECTION 5. Severability. 1f any one or more section, subsections, or sentences
of this Ordinance are held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the
validity of the remaining portion of this ordinance and the same shall remain in full force and
effect.

SECTION 6. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force ten
(10) days from and after its passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

BACKGROUND

The applicant for this right of way vacation is redeveloping the existing housing
development known as Bay Vista, formerly Westpark. Bay Vista is a development
originally constructed by the United States of America as housing for shipyard workers
during World War ll. After the war, the housing development was transferred to
Bremerton Housing Authority who continues to run the site today. The redevelopment
of the entire site began with the construction of the Firs Il assisted senior housing
complex and the relocation of the northerly portion of Russell Road. The applicant will
be completing the redevelopment of the site in phases with each new phase dedicating
new roadways to service the area. The new streets will provide better overall operating
characteristics for the area and superior function to the existing roadways.

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HEARING CONSIDERATIONS

BMC 11.20.120 sets forth issues that the City Council needs to determine at the
conclusion of the Vacation Hearing. These issues and the staff position are:

1. Whether the street, alley or portion thereof is no longer required for public
use and vacation of the described portion will better serve the public good.

Staff Position:

With the redevelopment of the site, the existing roadways will not be required for
public use. The relocated roadways will be superior in public access and
function.

2. Whether the vacation is consistent with the City Comprehensive Plan.

Staff Position:
The proposed vacation does not conflict with the Comprehensive Plan, and
facilitates development of the Bay Vista project.

3. Whether continued use of the proposed vacation as a public way is not of
such public benefit as to justify the costs of maintenance.

Staff Position:
Maintenance costs of the newly constructed roadways will be comparable to the
cost to maintain the existing streets.

4. Whether substitution of a new and different thoroughfare would be more
useful to the public.

Staff Position:
Traffic circulation characteristics for the new roadways will be under the auspices
of the Bay Vista redevelopment plan and will be superior to the existing streets.

5. Whether conditions may so change in the future as to provide a greater
public use or need than presently exists.

Staff Position:
The relocated roadways will be consistent with future redevelopment of Bay Vista
and is expected to meet future public transportation needs.

6. Whether objections to the proposed vacation are made by owners of
private property abutting the same.

Staff Position:
The petitioner, Bremerton Housing Authority, is the only abutting property owner.

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SHORELINE ACCESS

This portion of right-of-way does not provide shoreline access.
UTILITIES

All private utility companies have been contacted. Cascade Natural Gas, Qwest and
Comcast will retain easements. Permanent utilities easements are to be reserved for
the existing City water, sewer and storm lines. All existing utilities will be relocated with
each new phase of construction. Said easements will be vacated upon dedication of
the new alignment for the roadways.

SUFFICIENCY OF SIGNATURES

The request for the vacation was made by 100% of the owners abutting the property to
be vacated.

COMPENSATION

This right-of-way is Class 1, as it was conveyed to the City in fee title by quit claim dated
August 10, 1951. The value of the vacated right of way is $2,212,240, which is based
on the average property value of the abutting properties weighted on a front footage
basis. Compensation will be paid in the form of a dedication of like-kind in Bay Vista to
the satisfaction of the City for the relocation of the roadway for the anticipated
redevelopment of Bay Vista. If a like-kind dedication is not made within five (5) years,
then the City may, upon demand, require payment of the then current assessed value.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

City Attorney, Police, Fire, Engineering and Community Development staff notes no
objections to the proposal.

Staff recommends that this Street Vacation be approved as requested with easements
reserved for all existing and future utilties. Said easements to be vacated upon
dedication of the new roadways and utilities.
